RESOLUTION 2008-15:
DETERMINING THE NECESSITY FOR
AND AUTHORIZING A GRANT FOR ABATING BLIGHT

HR A Board member Thomas Schindler introduced the following resolution and moved
for its adoption:

WHEREAS,; there exists an abandoned Manufactured Home Park in the City of Wells on
parcel number R30.238.1731 with a street address 6™ St NW; and

WHEREAS, the manufactured homes in the Wells Manufactured Home Park have been
declared abandoned by Faribault County Auditor, John Thompson; and

WHEREAS, utilities to the above-stated manufactured homes have heretofore been shut
off and the premises secured due to the potential and imminent safety hazard presented
by said Manufactured homes; and

WHEREAS, documentation, reports, and photographs of the manufactured homes are on
file with the City and County supporting the manufactured homes’ hazardous condition;
and

WHEREAS, Faribault County received the property through tax forfeiture and intends to
sell the parcel on public auction with the following conditions:

1. The parcel will be sold by “contract for deed” with a state deed being issued upon
completion of the conditions set forth by the County Board.

2. The minimum price will be $10.00.

3. A condition of the sale will be that the abandoned manufactured homes on the
parcel will be removed within one year from the date of the public sale. Removal
will be defined as removing each manufactured home in its entirety in a legal
manner.

4. The successful bidder will be required to put $2,000 in escrow with Faribault
County. The funds will be released back to the seller upon the removal of the
mobile homes. The funds will be used to defer costs the County will incur if the
bidder does not meet the conditions of the contract for deed (complete the
removal of the manufactured homes within one year).

S. Upon completion of the removal of the manufactured homes the County Auditor
will apply to the State of Minnesota for a State Deed to transfer ownership to the
successful bidder.



NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the HOUSING AND
REDEVELOPMENT AUTHORITY OF WELLS, MINNESOTA, as follows:

1. To assist the private party that purchases the Wells Manufactured Home Park
from Faribault County in the removal of the blighted manufactured homes, the
Housing And Redevelopment Authority of Wells, Minnesota will:

a. Reimburse 50% of costs for disposal of the manufactured homes up to a
maximum grant of $5,000.

i. Load tickets, demolition receipts, manifest, and/or other acceptable
proof of expenditures directly related to the lawful disposal of the
existing manufactured homes must be presented 5 days prior to the
WHRA’s meeting held on the third Thursday of the month for
payment.

ii. Reimbursements allowed during the one year contract for deed
pertod.

iii. Reimbursements subject to following all municipal, county and
state laws.

The motion for the adoption of the foregoing resolution was duly seconded by HRA
Board Member Birk and upon vote being taken thereon, the following voted in favor:
